are suited to the four castes and stages of life, so far as they
are able to follow.

A Brahman who regularly perfornms the six cerenpnies,
may al so betake hinself to agriculture.

Madhava says that the causal form' karayet,' in connection with the



practice of agriculture allowed in the Kali to the priestly class, has
a special nmeaning : —he says that a Brahmana nust enpl oy pl ough-

men of the | ower caste in carrying on his agricultural operations ; he
is not permitted hinmself to hold the plough.]
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3. An ox that is hungry, or thirsty, or fatigued, should
not be harnessed (to a plough) . A bull wanting in a |inb,
or diseased, or inpotent, should not, by a Brahman, be made
to work.
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4. An abl e-bodied bull, free fromdi sease, well-fed and
hearty, and not inpotent, should be nade to work for
hal f the day. Then should one give the bull a wash.
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5. Then the Brahman shoul d performthe cerenony of

i naudi bly reciting the sacred word, the worship of gods,

the offering on the fire ; and likew se should he practice the
study of the sacred works. Thereafter should he feed one

or two or three or four religious nmendicants of the Brahman
caste.

[ The religious nendicants, called the ' Snatakas ' in the original
are said by Madhava to be of nine classes.]
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6. Wth the paddy cultivated by hinmself, or acquired

froma field cultivated on his behalf, he should offer the five
sacrifices (enjoined in the works on Snriti) ; and should

[The five sacrifices are nentioned by Manu in eh. 3, sl. 70.]
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7. Sesum seeds, or mlk, or honey, or butter, should

The sale of grass or wood, or the like, is, for a
Brahman, a sinilar means of |iving.
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8. What sin a fisherman incurs in the course of one
full year, —the sane is incurred by the driver of a pl ough-
share nade of iron in the course of a single day.
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9. A hunter who nmakes his living by killing beasts ;

one who lives by ensnaring them; a fisherman and a fower ;
as also an agriculturist who makes no gifts (of paddy) :-—
all these five incur the sane identical sin.
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10. By cutting trees, by rending the earth, and by

Destroying i nsects and worns, what sin is incurred by a tiller
of the soil is renoved by the sacrifice on the threshing-
floor.

[ The sacrifice on the threshing floor consists of gifts of paddy at
t hat place.]
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11. He who refrains frommaking gifts to Brahmans,

when he stands at the foot of the heaped-up paddy, is a
thief ; he is the nost wi cked of all possible sinners ; he
shoul d be proclainmed as a Brahman-killer
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12. By nmaking a gift of one-sixth part to the sovereign

of the land, one twenty-first for the sake of the gods, and
one-thirtieth to the Brahnman caste, one is freed from al
sins.
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13. A Kshatriya, likewi se, may practice tillage, honoring

t he gods and the Brahman caste. A 24. For those who died in the course
of doi ng service Vaisya or Shoodra

shoul d al ways take to agriculture, practice arts, and foll ow
